*Couldn’t Hear Nobody Pray is a traditional negro spiritual.  The negro 
slaves focused on the realities that disrupted the community of faith and 
the experiences of being alone in a world of hardship and pain.  The ar-
ranger, H.T. Burleigh graduated from the NY Institute of Musical Art, 
directed by Antonin Dvorak, who was influenced by the Negro spiritu-
als when he composed pieces like his Symphony No. 5 “From the New 
World”.  He wrote or arranged around 300 songs.
 
*Peace in the Valley was written in 1937 by Thomas A. Dorsey, for Maha-
lia Jackson.  Thomas A. Dorsey was called the “Father of Gospel Music”.  
He wrote about 800 songs.  In 1931 he organized the world’s first Gospel 
chorus at the Ebenezer Baptist Church in Chicago, Il.
