s we appr oa c hintherebuilding effort after the
days of s u mmedevastation by Hurricane Felix

reflect on our many blessings and
how these blessings have been
used to support missions around
the world.  This summer the
Southern Province Mission Soci-
ety assisted in the support of 141
youth from 18 different congre-
gations. These young people
conducted various mission activi-
ties from camps to witnessing in
4 states and 6 different countries.
Adults, not to be out done, also
made a significant contribution to
missions. The Mission Society
also assisted in the support of 81
short- term missionaries from 19
congregations in the Southern
Province. These adults conducted
mission activities in 3 states and
10 countries.

On July 22, 2008, 19 youths and
adults from New Philadelphia
and one youth from Friedberg
traveled to Puerto Cabezas, Nica-
ragua as a mission team to assist

last year. The community had a
warm and special welcome for
the team, simply because they
were fellow Moravians and
brothers and sisters in Christ.
Despite language differences
there was an immediate connec-
tion and a sense of gratitude. The
team worked in the town of Sisin
about an hour from Puerto Ca-
bezas where they constructed a
small log building for the local
Moravian church. They also
sifted gravel and made over 100
concrete blocks for the construc-
tion of the new church. They dug
drainage ditches to prevent flood-
ing during the rainy season.

The most memorable part of the
trip was fellowship with fellow
Moravians. The team attended
several worship services at Cre-
ole Moravian Church and two
Miskito Moravian Churches. The
team led Bible school activities

and was overwhelmed by kind-
ness and the friendly nature of
the people.

Every mission trip has its
challenges. This team went to
help people in need, and at the
same time found them-
selves in need when a well
known American airline lost
several of the team members
luggage. This team was so fo-

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A Youth Helping Youth In La Moskitia

I t doesn't take too long for
anyone traveling abroad to
learn that it's important to expect
the unexpected. That's half the
beauty of seeing new places and
is especially true when working
in the Honduran Moskitia.
Whether you're wondering what
you will be doing tomorrow or
what's for dinner tonight, all you
can really do is sit back and
know that God's hand is guiding
you where He wants you to go.

The Antioch Project, a program
designed to support youth in
missions, recently sent me to
Honduras to work in a remote are
called La Moskitia. You may
have read about a wonderful
medical clinic that God is using
in Ahuas, Gracias A Dios, Hon-
duras in last month's Onward. |
was blessed with the opportunity
during my time in Honduras to be
able to visit the Moravian Evan-
gelical Clinic in Ahuas. For what
was supposed to be about a week,
I was going to help in the clinic,
teach an English class, and work
with the youth and children of
Ahuas. Afterwards | was to move
on to a village called Belen
where | would stay and work
with youth and teach English for
the remainder of my stay. Well
God, in His infinite wisdom, had
other plans.

Transportation in La Moskitia
can be interesting. In order to get
to many places you must travel
by water or air, due to the lack of
roads. As the wonderful mission
pilots and Dr. Rudy helped me
look for some means of transpor-
tation from Ahuas to Belen, God
continued to amaze me with the
work being done in the commu-
nity surrounding the clinic.

The clinic itself was a miracle to
watch and participate in. |
learned more than | could have
imagined about the medical field
and serving patients in a develop-
ing country. Before this trip, it
was hard for me to imagine a
clinic that could function with

out things I considered necessi-
ties, like readily available elec-
tricity or Walgreen's. Despite any
obstacles the clinic and its staff
do an amazing job of serving the
medical and spiritual needs of
those around them. Patients come
from all over La Moskitia to get
help from the clinic.

I was also blessed with the new
experience of being a teacher in
Ahuas. | taught an English class
every day, except Sundays, for
the nurses and technicians at the
clinic and also for people from
the community. The class was
wonderful, all my students were
older than I am but we had a
great time. They were so enthusi-
astic and definitely made my first
teaching experience memorable.
Class started at 5:00 pm Hondu-
ras time, so really around 5:15-
5:30, and at 5:30 is when the
electricity comes on. But there
was a problem with our light, you
have to rotate it until it lights up.
Every night we would precari-
ously stack two tables on top of
each other and someone would
climb and fix our light. It was our
nightly entertainment. | remem-
ber on one of our first nights
using one hand to support the
wobbly tables and the other to
point at the light saying, "Class,
this is a light. Repeat after me,
light. This light does not work."
Once we got done laughing we
finally started class.

There was an abundance of youth
activities to choose from. Some
friends of mine lead two Sunday
schools every week, one at the
church by the clinic and another
one in a different neighborhood.
They were kind enough to show
me the ropes and to let me teach
a few Sunday schools while I was
there. The Sunday school at the
church was packed with children.
They loved to sing, one week we
accidentally stayed at least 30
minutes late singing and talking
with the kids. We didn't mind and
they hadn't even noticed that
church had gotten out. The sec-
ond Sunday school took place

later on in the afternoon about a
fifteen minute walk away from
the clinic. The kids would see us
coming and get their bench
ready. It was pretty funny, we
were out in a grassy spot in the
heart of La Moskitia and here is
this bench sitting in the middle of
nowhere. Every Sunday 20 kids,
or so, would pile on their bench
to listen to bible stories and sing
songs. Afterwards we would play
for a while with them. Their fa-
vorite game was having one of
the leaders pick them up and spin
them around until they were
dizzy.

Finally, after about three weeks
and more incredible stories than |
could fit into any article, | made
my way to Belen. | was a little
worried. We had all these great
things planned for the youth in
Belen and the surrounding vil-
lages but I just had one week
before | had to leave again to get
home for Christmas. This is when
I was surprised with the biggest
blessing of all; I've been given
the opportunity to go back in
January to work with the youth in
Belen. God had it taken care of
all along. The last week in La
Moskitia, I got in touch with the
ministers in Belen and Cocobila
to see what the youth ministry is
like there and to start talking
about opportunities to serve the
youth. It was also a great time to
get to know the youth that I will
be serving next year.

I am extremely grateful for this
amazing experience and for the
prayers of all my brothers and
sisters supporting me from home.
Please continue praying for the
youth that | will be working with
and for the ministry that is cur-
rently taking place at the clinic in
Ahuas. Thank you for your
prayer support.
