
   There are many people in Labrador 

that peak my attention on a number of 

counts. I find that even though North 

Carolinians & Labradorians all brush 

their teeth evey night, read books, and 

speak English, usually not a day goes 

by that I'm not overwhelmed with the 

differences in culture between the two 

locations. A true wonder to me might 

look like the relationship of a mother 

and her child, a natural wonder of the 

land, one's tenacity despite major chal-

lenges, or the bless-ed quietness and 

watchfulness of a person's soul. 

Another thing my interest has been 

peaked by this week was the ñnature 

reportò by a local biologist in the 

news. Two sightings of the white wil-

low ptarmigan on the Trans Labrador 

Highway (the same highway George 

and I fell victim to in early 2010), a 

group of Bohemian waxwings ob-

served in the valley feeding on the last 

remaining dogberries, not to mention a 

spotting of the dickcessel (the grass-

land bird). These are all signs of the 

lingering or premature arrival of God's 

creatures on the land signaling an ex-

tended fall season and a corresponding 

short winter in Labrador! Thanks be to 

God for Tony and the trappers who 

lead us all in showing us the signs of 

these important seasonal transitions. 

Unfortunately, as many birds and 

signs are observed around this region 

of Labrador, Tony and the trappers 

will never be able to predict the day of 

the first ñbigò snow.  

Yet we all prepare for winter in some 

way. Jesus wants us to know WHAT 

is our state of readiness for His com-

ing? When a farmer prepares his land, he 

waits patiently for the rain to water the 

field because there is no way to predict 

the exact time, yet the farmer prepares.  

So when our family comes during the 

holidays, we make the caribou stew, we 

tune up the skiddoo, we get out our red 

berries & bakeapples - it's not easy. My 

2 questions are...Why do we prepare?   

Because we love to be with the ones we 

love. Well - so does God.  There's a huge 

gap between Him and us; HUGE!  He 

couldn't bear seeing us struggle so 

much, so He did something about itð

The Cross.   

 And, WHAT does our preparation to 

receive Jesus look like?  We look for 

need, like the wandering folks on the 

road each day needing a simple meal, or 

assisting in our new women's center, or 

helping single moms, or looking to bring 

relief to someone in depression through 

prayer or a cup of coffee. Looking for a 

need in someone, and ministering to it, 

prepares our hearts for Jesus coming. 

And when we do, we recive a heavy 

dose of God's peace, God's joy, God's 

love. NO ONE on earth can make 

you feel that way.  You become im-

mersed in God's grace.

Preparing to Receive Jesus - A Labradorian Perspective 
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 Opening a new airstrip is challenging and also a very special privilege for an MAF pilot.  Earlier this 

year such an experience occurred in Papua, Indonesia.  Here is the account seen through the eyes of the indige-
nous people on the receiving end, as told by a missionary couple MAF serves there. 

 ñOn Friday the long-awaited FIRST landing of a small, red and white Cessna 206 airplane took place in the 
Tokuni village!  After many, many years of hard, back-breaking work by the handful of people in Tokuni, the reward 
came in the form of a really cool, private air show. 

 ñMission Aviation Fellowship had the job of checking out the airstrip, a 4-hour process!  The fun for the peo-
ple, of course, was watching this flying object line up and come in towards the airstrip, only to óbuzzô by and not 
touch down.  This happened repeatedly as the two pilots came at the strip from the south, then the north, up high 
and then down lower, until FINALLY with everyone holding their collective breath, the wheels touched down and the 
plane taxied to the end of the airstrip to shut down! 

 ñAs calmly as possible, people left the sidelines and headed for the plane, eager to get a close view of the 
amazing machine.  Cautiously, people dared to touch a wing or door, or sneak a quick peek at the seats fastened 
on the inside. 

 ñThere was a long time on the ground to remeasure certain widths of the strip and the northern ñfly-awayò 
zone.  While some returned to their huts to eat or rest, the two pilots continued to work and give advice to the group 
of men who hovered around them. 

 ñThen, once again, it was óshow time.ô Each pilot took a turn doing multiple take-offs and landings, each 
time simulating a heavy load, light load, or measuring other important factors to determine the standard that would 
be set for this airstrip. 

 ñIt was a long, hot, jubilant day...one the people will remember and talk about around the fires at night for a 
long time to come!ò 

 

        On the home front , daughter Cristiôs wedding a few weeks 
ago to fellow MAF MK Anthony Dukes was a momentous occasion for 
us all.  God blessed our family with a travel miracle, good health, and 
provision of every need, as Brian and Heather from Indonesia and Ei-
leen and Simeon from Denver, as well as other family and friends, ar-
rived to help us celebrate.  Everyone pitched in, as we shared food and 
fellowship together.  Our toddler grandchildren, Ethan and Zoe, brought 
much entertainment to our family times.  We miss holding their little 
hands and watching the sparkle in their blue eyes.  Anthonyôs parents, 
Paul and Barbara Dukes, also live in the Treasure Valley close to 
MAFôs headquarters, and like us are part of the team supporting our 
aviation ministry overseas.  Anthony and Cristi plan to continue their 
current employment at MAFôs print shop and mail room. We trust in His 
time, God will open a job opportunity for Anthony in civil engineering 
somewhere not too far away from Nampa.
