Currently we are so 
grateful and feel so 
blessed to have Mary work 
for us.  Mary is a local lady 
and has come to help us 
clean our house.  But more 
importantly we spend 
around 3 hours a day with 
her praying and reading 
the Word with her.  She is 
one of just about 6 believ-
ers in this area.  Even 
though she is literate we 
have begun to try to think 
of a way to get the good 
news stories out to her 
mostly illiterate peo-
ple.  Many of them, just like 
many of us, feel that they 
could never teach or lead a 
study of His Word.  Many 
of them, like many of us, 

feel they could never share 
with someone else.  But we 
have found that teaching 
them with simple pictures 
instead of the written word 
makes the task seem pos-
sible.  Mary has shared 
with the other few believers 
how to share the story of 
God's creation, his plan, 
our fall and mistake, his 
continued love for us, and 
his way to make it all right 
again by sending his Son 
to die for us.  She has 
shared with simple picture 
stories about how to daily 
put on the armor of God in 
Eph. 6, how to resist the 
devil, and how to pray.  We 
hope that we can not only 
partner with you, but part-
ner with Mary and the other 
locals here to see the Lord 
bring an entire nation into 
His Kingdom.  After all, He 

created them for this pur-
pose, to know and love and 
worship Him.  We can part-
ner together and some can 
pray, some can go out,  

some can support and 
teach.  It's awesome!

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   Ruth  is married to a believer friend of ours.  She is one of my dearest friends-in fact, she treats me as a sister.  

Even the very day I met her, she said, You have no sisters here-I will be your sister.  If you need your dishes washed, 

your carpets cleaned, or help hosting guests, you call me.   She is so precious, and she has a story that will break  your 

heart. 

   She married when she was 13 years old. They had a terrible time trying to conceive a child ( which is extremely impor-

tant here-if a woman doesn t get pregnant within what her mother-in-law considers a reasonable amount of time, the 

mother-in-law may suggest her son take another wife) .   Ruth and her husband tried for seven years.  Finally, she con-

ceived.  Her husband was killed one month later.  In a romantically levitical fashion, her husband s brother took her as 

a wife.  Now, they are happily married, and this believing man loves Ruth s son ( his nephew) as his own.  Their mar-

riage has had its own sorrows, though.  A few years ago, Ruth conceived a son  and carried him to term, only to have 

him die two hours after he was born ( something to do with her being diabetic ) . She loves children, and she longs to 

have many of her own.  Coupled with her own sorrow is the dreadful shame that this culture lays over her. 

   When we visited this family a couple of nights ago, she whispered something to me that she hasn t even told her own 

sisters, I m pregnant..   I nearly died.  I couldn t believe it.  Then I nearly cried.  We sat there both laughing and 

nearly crying, the two of us women in a room full of men, leaning into each other, here doing her best to hide our faces 

with her scarf.  Later, when others had left, I snagged my chance to pray for her and her child.  While I was still praying, 

her husband returned and entered into our conversation.  He immediately said, I want you to pray for my wife.  Pray for 

her heart to be open, for God to protect her ,  and then looking around to see that no one was listening, he whispered, 

and for God to protect her child.  So I prayeed for her again! 

   We talked afterwards about the New Testament.  She commented that the New Testamen is very holy,  but she 

doesn t know how to read.  Her husband then told her the story of Passover (at my husband s urging) that he d 

learned at our weekly meeting.  He says her heart is becoming more open to Jesus.  Please pray for this dear friend of 

mine.  Ask for good health for her (she s diabetic ) and the coming baby.  Most importantly, please pray that, in the 

midst of growing new life, she would receive new life in Christ. 

A Clean Heart 

A neighbor of ours is a teacher of Islan and a leader at the mosque. He and his family have been friendly toward us but 

also likes to argue and attempt converting us. Recently, as I was returning a dish to his wife, I asked about her family. 

She was visibly worried and siad, My son is sick. He s been sick for days and He s not getting better, and he 

won t eat a thing!  I asked, Is it okay if I come in and pray for him right now?  (I was a little afraid, honestly, be-

cause I knew she was devoutly Muslim and I didn t know how she d respond to my prayers.) However, to my sur-

prise, she eagerly ushered me in and ld me straignt to her son. I placed my hand on his shoulder and prayer in Jesus  

name. Before I left, I encouraged him to believe. 

   A few days later, my husband happened to meet the husband on the street. He said that after my prayers, his son was 

better! He said, Your wife, she has a clean heart. That is very rare. God heard her prayers because she has a clean 

heart.  We didn t have time to talk further, but I hope to soon.  Praise God for making their son better.  Please pray 

with us that this family would soon have new and clearn hearts as well.

    Over the years the education sector in Tanzania has witnessed poor quality of learning among the pu-

pils/students and poor accessibility to schools.  This poor learning is mainly associated with poverty, bad or ab-

sence of facilities, under-prepared teachers, lack of learning resources, serious lack of purpose and discipline in 

many schools.  The population has multiplied almost five times in forty years ( 1962 )  and it is almost impossible 

for the government to keep up with the provision of schools and equipment. 

   The lack of access of education opportunities places a major constraint on people s life chances as well as 

their capacity to participate in social, economic, and environmental processes affecting them.  The growth in labor 

force comprises mainly primary and secondary school leavers with little or no skills at all.  As a result of lack of 

employment opportunities among the youth, they involve themelve in cocaine/bhang smoking, using drugs, prosti-

tution hooliganism and are recently being targeted by drug barons for drug trafficking and Al-Qaida for recruits. 

   Education and training play a major role in strengthening human capabilities ( d eveloping intellectual curiosity )  

and reducing poverty ( equity ) .  Education improves the quality of life and empowers people to solve all kinds of 

social, economic, and environmental problems.  It is very unfortunate that education in Tanzania has been ne-

glected for so long, leading into poor quality of education and many school age children failing to enroll in school 

for lack of schools, teachers, etc. 

   The Ministry of Education and Cultural and the Ministry of Labor, Youth Development and Sports have ex-

pressed their keen interest and willingness to collaborate with Faith Based Organizations in improving access and 

quality of primary, secondary, and technical/vocational education.  An authorization to construct the school has 

been issued to MCLT.  Although the Government of Tanzania encourages FBOs, companies, and private individu-

als to establish schools, colleges, etc., it does not offer any financial support. In case the FBOs, companies or indi-

viduals need to import goods/material for the schools, then the government is prepared to support the NGOs, etc. 

by allowing them to import the required goods duty free. 

    The school will be available in the area of Western Tanzania  

covering Tabora and Kigoma Regions.  It is proposed to establish  

first a secondary school O  level and later A  secondary school  

with agriculture/commercial biases.  The school is to have a well  

equipped library, sufficient teaching books, good classrooms, good  

dormitories with cubicles for 6 students per cubicle, workshops, qualified, commit-

ted and experienced teachers.  The students would be provided with sufficient 

and good food.  The school leadership is committed in providing good quality edu-

cation.  The program is to be implemented in 4 years, in year I the first 150 stu-

dents will be enrolled and at the end of year 4, the school will have reached its ca-

pacity of 600 students.

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In January Chuck Nienow and Esther Tesh traveled to Puerto Cabezas, Nicaragua.  There they met with Pas-
tor Amalia Bell who recently became the Director of ADSIM.  During their visit they talked about the manage-
ment of the Clean Water Project in Nicaragua, and the wells to be drilled in communities without a source of 
clean water. 

 

As they talked, Sister Amalia asked about doing some teaching in the villages about the importance of clean 
water for daily use.  Since ADSIM is the social development arm of the Nicaraguan Moravian Church, such 
teaching fits well with ADSIMôs goals.  Many people in Nicaragua and other developing countries fall sick 
each year from the use of unclean water.  They are now looking for teaching materials (for children and 
adults) that Sister Amalia can use when she goes to the villages to teach about the importance of clean wa-
ter. 

 

You may have read in the recent issue of the Moravian that Kernersville Moravian Church contributed enough 
money for the Clean Water Project to drill a well in three Nicaraguan communities that are in need of a safe 
source of water for daily use.  They visited two of these villages.  In Lamlaya the team had just finished drilling 
a well near the Moravian Church and parsonage.  Previously the villagers used an open well to obtain water 
by lowering a can or plastic container into the well.  As you can imagine such a well is easily contaminated.  
Now that the villagers have a new well their plan is to fill the old well with dirt.  They also visited the commu-
nity of Boom Sirpi where they met Pastor Ramon and a number of people from the Moravian Church.  Plans 
are to begin drilling their new well the last week of January.  This well will be located near the Moravian 
Church.  In early February ADSIM is scheduled to begin drilling a third well in the community of Kambla.  Al-
though the current plan is for village wells to be located near the Moravian Church and for the church to be 
responsible for taking care of the well, the well is to provide water for all people who live in that area. 

 

As funds become available, additional wells will be drilled in rural communities.  The average cost of 
a well is around $2500.  Contributions for this project should be sent to the

to put your lines down to catch dinner.  Half of the wonder of that time is sitting on a mild 

crate simply listening to the crisp wisps of wind.  The other wonder is how fast you can catch 

fish on a good day.  I would think when one fish gets eliminated from the pack down below, 

the word would spread among them and they swim away - but no!  They seem to jump in line to 

get the food dangling in the water.  

George and I are most grateful for the 'instruction' from friends.  It will be a while before we venture out on our own as the dan-

gers/challenges are many.  What is really fun is building a little fire on the ice to share a cup of tea and 

maybe some fried bologne & bread.  Yum!   

Shoveling snow is pretty much a daily routine; if you don't, you'll end up with many inches of ice on your 

steps.  

One of our acolytes has great zeal for the ministry to the men at the local correctional center.  So we 

hold worship and Bible study almost weekly.  What an incredible opportunity to share the Gospel as this 

open opportunity may be the only time for them to leave their cells.  I don't worry about their attentive-

ness as seeds are being planted.  But its a wonderful day to get to share Paul's prison letters about 

Christ and the omnipresence of God.  When our daughter and son-in-law visited, Aaron ministered with his voice and gui-

tar.  Regula's ( our acolyte )  enthusiasm is tireless and cannot be contained, and the men appreciate her special concern. 

 

Happy Valley Moravian Church is primarily an Inuktut congregation, therefore we worship bilingually on Sundays at 11 am and 

worship in Inuktut only at 4 pm.  My other acolyte, Zipora, works hard at teaching me Inuktut and Inuit tradition.  We have a 

short list of worship leaders for the 4pm service and I am privileged to be on that list, after arduous hours of preparation.  I had 

the joy of baptizing a child in this service last month.   

During 11 am worship, our number of lay readers has grown to 12.  This is exciting and a wonderful opportunity for everyone in 

so many ways.  God's Word is such a light to our paths and all around here seem to love the opportunity to sing and hear the 

precious words of our Lord.   

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, George and I are most thankful for your prayers in this minis-

try.  God is blessing this congregation and the community in such an abundance of ways.  We 

always marvel at how His goodness and grace abounds.  Please pray for the Labrador commu-

nity, for the Antioch servants coming this summer to help in the Youth Camp, for my confirmation 

class of seven!, for more ministers of the Gospel to be called to Labrador or be raised up from 

within, for a journey of Lent to Easter that renews the hearts and minds of all.
