Occasionally, a student tells me their story an
was just an internet hoax iIif | were not hearing
Shivdéds testimony over tacos and guacamol e, I rea

to believe this. | assure you that | heard this first hand and, to quote Pulitzer
Prize winner Dave Barry, | am not making this up. Shiv grew up in India and
followed the Hindu traditions of his family. His education in the sciences,
however, convinced him that God did not exist.

He said that one good friend gave him a Bible as a gift. But he tore it and
threw it back at his friend. But God in his mercy had plans for Shiv. Not long
after that he began to have vivid dreams. They were different from anything
he had experienced before and seemed to have some religious meaning. Shiv
did not know what the dreams meant so he turned to a religious figure that
knew, who happened to be a Christian Pastor. The Pastor realized that he was
dreaming stories from the Bible! He opened Godods
this.o To his amazement the story he was reading
