MISSION TRIP

Pastor Jeff will be leading a mission team to Bethel,
Alaska, July 25 through August 7, and you're invited to
go. Youth from 7th grade on up and all adults are
encouraged to be a part of this special opportunity.
During our two weeks, we will have numerous
opportunities to be in ministry with native Yupik
Eskimos. In addition to time in Bethel, we will travel by
boat and Hovercraft to native villages and have the
opportunity to worship and share in native Moravian
Churches. Youth on the trip will participate in a joint
training effort with native youth sponsored by Child
Evangelism Fellowship. Adults will have various
ministry opportunities made available through Bethel
Moravian Church, including visitation ministry, teaching
classes, health screening, carpentry, and general labor.
One of the primary objectives of the trip will also in clude
working with the Alaska Provincial Board in establishing
a future youth camp. We will be examining the
abandoned Moravian Children's Home as the potential
site for this new camp.

Cost for the trip will be $1450, including round trip air-
fare, lodging, and meals. We will be staying at the
Moravian Seminary in Bethel, and will spend three
nights in Anchorage and do sight-seeing and touring i n
that area.
