Our destination is Leogane,
located 20 miles west of Port-
au-Prince, Haiti. Leogane is a
coastal city located on the Gulf
of Gonave in the southwestern
part of Haiti along the north
shore of the country’s southern
peninsula. A former French
colonial town, Léogane has
long been the centre of a pre-
dominantly agricultural region.
Léogane was at the epicenter
of the January 12 earthquake,
and was catastrophically af-
fected, with 80-90% of build-
ings damaged and no remain-
ing government infrastructure.
Nearly every concrete structure
was destroyed. This commu-
nity continues to struggle with
the devastation from the Janu-
ary earthquake. The damage

the capital.

The military estimated that
20,000 to 30,000 people had
died from the earthquake in
Léogane alone. People have
congregated in ad hoc squat-
ter camps and relief has taken
longer to reach Léogane.
Before the earthquake, Leo-
gane had limited health care
as the main hospital (Hopital
Ste. Croix) in Leogane re-
mained closed due to factors
beyond our control. Without
the hospital, child immuniza-
tion programs in the region
have suffered, and severely ill
children have died. Because
of the field hospital, we will
be able to offer medical care
in villages far and wide.
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Sometimes there are things that
just make me wonder!

Over the years there has been
good correlation between hap-
piness and hard times. As ex-
pected, hard times lead to de-
creasing happiness! In most
instances people are able to rise
triumphantly above most cir-
cumstances; however, what we
are experiencing today has
challenged our happiness.

With job losses, home foreclo-
sures, natural disasters, and
increased uncertainties, unhap-
piness might be understood. Is
happiness predicated on our
circumstances? Are we being
held captive by those circum-
stances? As Paul stated in Phi-
lippians 4:11, “I have learned to
be content in whatever state
that I am.” It is not my inten-
sion to dismiss the emotional
pain or stress that comes from
major life losses and devastat-
ing changes. It is often neces-
sary to alter our plans in pursuit
of happiness and find new
sources of happiness, joy, and
success in a new or changing
world.

Is it possible to find happiness
in faith? In general, people
believe that it is what you have
that makes you happy. It is also
a common belief that it is not
possible to be happy, unless
you are excessively rich. Un-
fortunately, spirituality, morals,
values, and individuality are
being taken away and replaced
with materialism. So the ques-
tion remains, is it possible to
have true happiness in faith?
Faith provides positive think-
ing. Positive thinking is the
process of creating thoughts
that focus energy on reality.
Positive thinking brings into
creation positive outcome. John
16:24 says, “Ask and you will
receive, and your joy will be
complete.”

What is true for believers is that
we all have an inner strength to
draw upon. That strength is our
hope in Jesus Christ. He has
promised to supply all of our
needs and to never leave or
forsake us. In light of this we
should be thankful for those
things that we do have. Thank

We will work under the partner-
ship of World Wide Villages, The
Children’s Nutrition Program,
Save the Children, University of
Notre Dame and the Nursing
School. Because of this partner-
ship we help to continue the es-
sential tools of FOOD, WATER,
COMMUNITY and HEALTH.

! One member will depart
from San Francisco, CA on Fri-
day night while the remainder of
our team leaves from their depar-
ture early (like 3:30 am ) to arrive
in Miami early Saturday morning
and then on to Port-au-Prince,
arriving early to late Saturday
afternoon. Please pray the team
can sleep while on the planes.
Also pray that all team members
will be able to connect in the
PAP airport as we all are coming
from different directions from the
United States. We will need
prayers to pass through Haitian
Customs without difficulties.
After collecting our personal and
team supplies, pray we will be
greeted by our drivers to take us
to Leogane. Security is an issue
and we covet prayers. This will
be the first time JoBeth, Dan,
Robin, Christine, Pierre, Mohana,
Paul, and Will have been to Haiti.

About 3 years ago Helen went to Alaska with Samaritan’s Purse. She spent the night at Alaska Chris-
tian College in Soldotna, and felt God calling her to return there in fulltime ministry. She returned
home to Charlotte, NC and prepared her household for her departure. Soldotna is a nice place for vaca-
tion, and you are welcome to come visit. The college staff strives to provide full life discipleship, re-
cruiting only indigenous students. The transitional school offers Christ-centered and general studies to
high school graduates. Most of the students are high school graduates from Alaskan villages. At least
99 percent of their kids come with histories: verbal, physical, sexual abuse, alcoholism, and drug
abuse. Many of them spent their teen years providing refuge for younger siblings in the streets at night
while they waited for the hazardous conditions at home to improve.

Helen told us about how they reach the students. It takes 6 to 9 months for them to even make eye con-
tact. It is encouraging to see the students making improvement. It is an amazing place to work. We
are a total Christian staff, largely supported by the Evangelical Covenant Church. Most of the school
was built by volunteers. We have 8-30 volunteers. I cook 7 days a week. We have a new chef in the
kitchen while I am away on furlough. The graduate students return to their villages. We have had 6-8
to come to Christ, and have several who marry into a Christian marriage. This is a wonderful opportu-
nity to reach the villages.

Helen has started a scholarship fund to help Moravians come to the school. We average 40 students a
year. At the end of the year we will be back to 25 or 30, because tshey do not always return after
Christmas vacation. Their families do not want them to stay at school; they want them in the village so
they can help take care of the younger children. The families put a lot of pressure on them to stay
home. Some students choose to stay home in order to provide care for younger siblings — to shelter
them from toxic home environment and help them continue school. Reported by Teresa Horner

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Your Family Can
Pray for Haiti

The horrific news from Haiti has filled your living room.

As a family, what can you do to help? How can you share this situation with your children? Your finances may be limited, but what can you
give. You know you can pray . . . but you need to realize that PRAYER is not a little thing. It's something that your family can do. It's some-
thing BIG.

Does PRAYER really make a difference? We all know, at least in our heads, that prayer is important. Yet how many of us honestly be-
lieve that our prayers, the simple prayers of our far-from-perfect family, can really make a difference? If we could comprehend, deep down
in our spirits, the true power of prayer, we would all pray more-and the difference would radically impact our lives and the lives of everyone
around us. James 5:16 tells us, "The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much." We want our prayers to be effective, but
what does it mean to stand "righteous" before God?

As a family, we're very aware of our differences and our faults. We've all sinned, and we need to acknowledge that no one of earth can
stand blameless before our perfect, holy, and awesome God. No matter how good we try to be, our own works are nothing but filthy rags in
His sight (see Isaiah 64:6). To pray effectively as a family, we need to grasp the importance of the "fear of the Lord." We don't need to be
"afraid" of God in a fearful sense of the word, but we need to realize how powerful and mighty He is.

IDEAS TO HELP YOUR FAMILY PRAY for HAITI:

® LOOK AT PHOTOS: Show your children pictures of the needs, and talk together about the great needs in Haiti. Encourage your chil-

dren to PRAY for those who are hurting. MAKE A POSTER: Have your children print out pictures of children and people in Haiti. Put the
photo up on your fridge, or on your kitchen wall.

® USE A MAP: Put a small world map on your refrigerator, and use this area to display current international news updates from the Haiti
situation. Pray as a family, perhaps around the dinner table, for specific needs in Haiti, physically, emotionally, and spiritually.

3 WATCH a VIDEO with your CHILDREN about PRAYER & FASTING for KIDS. Perhaps they could "fast" just one meal, or eat only
fruit and vegetables. Many children in Haiti are desperately in need of food and water. They need prayer!!!

® GIVE SOMETHING! Your kids need to know that as a family, you care. My dad often said, "A little bit of something is better than a
whole lot of nothing!" In Luke 21:2, Jesus commended the widow who gave only two small coins!!!

® PRAY for ORPHANS of HAITI!!! - Even before the earthquake, there were many orphans in the country of Haiti. Now the need is
even greater. PRAY HARD for these orphan children. Pray that Christian families around the world would feel God's love for these children
and want to open their homes to ADOPT a child from HAITI. PRAY that orphan children in danger will be released out of Haiti, to get to a
safe place (many orphanages were destroyed, and many of orphans now sleeping outside, with little food & water). Read James 1:27.

TEACH YOUR KIDS ABOUT PRAYER, WITH FILTHY RAGS: The next time you come across an extremely dirty rag in your house, use it
an opportunity to share an important lesson with your kids. We may think our own self-efforts help us earn "Brownie points" with God. But,
to Him, our human works are as worthless as stinky rags. If we try to earn favor with God-instead of trusting in Jesus-it's like collecting
yucky rags. The more they pile up, the more they stink and mildew.

In prayer, each of us must come to God in an attitude of total surrender and humility, keeping our hearts clean and open before Him.
Through the cleansing sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the cross, every mom and dad, and boy and girl, can pray as a "righteous man" before
God. Because of Christ's forgiveness and righteousness, even your family can come before God with boldness and authority to effectively
intercede on behalf of others.
