The trip! On arrival at your destination, one of the biggest issues can be adaptation to cultural differences in fooRehwngser your
hosts are giving you their best. Do not offend your host by not eating. Local foods prepared differently may not mekéybthsiwa-
ter might. If bottled water is not available boil your water. Again the water might be clean but different to your bouyakwted of
gratitude to your host whenever possible. Extend an invitation to your host and those you are working with to join ydavotaiiy.
Journal your trip so that you can share your experience.

Next steps on return! Meet with your team and assess what went well and what could be improved. Establish next stegfdatidarms
-up trips or fulfillment of any promises that were made on the trip. Prepare a presentation to share with your congregation.
