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Costa Rica Youth Retreat    

Benjamin Dixon is a Miskitu Mora-
vian, member of Ingnika Raya (New 
Light) Moravian Church in Mana-
gua, Nicaragua; Trustee; and church 
organist.  This is his ministry.  But 
Mr. Dixon has another ministry: he 
is Vice-Minister of Agriculture and 
Forestry (a cabinet post in the Nica-
raguan government).  Brother Dixon 
sees that ministry as… a ministry!  
He believes that God has planted 
him in that position not only to help 
the natural environment of his coun-
try, but also to nurture the spiritual 
environment among his co-workers.  
He wants to bear fruit and grow in 
both ministries.                  

     With this in mind, Dixon asked 
Bishops William Webster and Sam 
Gray to conduct a brief dedication 
service at his office.  Brother Web-
ster spoke of the importance of being 
salt and light in the world, wherever 
we are.  Brother Gray referred to the 
Department of Agriculture as fertile 
soil, where seeds of hope and com-
passion can be planted.  Both bishops 
laid hands on Brother Dixon and 
prayed that his new ministry would 
be blessed.  Brother Dixon asks for 
our prayers as he faces many chal-
lenges during his five year term in 
office.  Pray that his ministry may 
truly bear fruit… in many ways. 
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Limon, Costa Rica, and Bethlehem, 
PA are worlds apart geographically.  
San Jose, Costa Rica and Winston-
Salem, NC are worlds apart in terms 
of climate, especially at this time of 
year.  We knew that 
before we left the 
United States, but the 
question burning in our 
minds was how differ-
ent were the youth of 
Costa Rica as compared 
to the ones that we are 
used to working with 
here in North America.   

     We had been asked to plan for a 
conference of youth and their adult 
leaders that would give them some 
ideas about how to organize for an 
effective youth ministry program in 
their congregations and province.  
We arrived in Costa Rica on January 
16, a couple of days before the con-

ference was to start.  This gave us a 
good chance to get used to the cli-
mate, culture, and language of the 
East Coast of this beautiful tropical 
country.  

Many of the members of 
the Moravian Church 
there are Nicaraguans 
(both Creole and Mi-
skitu) who moved there 
during the Civil War 
days of the late 70's and 
early 80's.  The young 
people who attended the 

conference were born in Costa Rica, 
and most no longer speak the native 
tongue of their parents, but now 
speak Spanish.   

     We arrived at the conference site 
the night before the event and got 
things set up and ready to go.  The 
next morning we got to meet the 
youth and their leaders for the first 

time as they disembarked from their 
chartered bus.  True to teen-age form, 
just as our young people do, they qui-
etly gathered with the friends that they 
knew.  Several groups of guys hang-
ing out over in one area, and several 
groups of girls over in another area.  
They quietly whispered to each other 
and made quick glances at both  of us 
(the strange white, program leaders) 
and then to the other groups, most es-
pecially members of the opposite gen-
der.  Right away we realized that 
while these young people spoke a dif-
ferent language, they were very simi-
lar to the folks that we are used to 
working with.   

      We began our time by taking a 
quick ride over to the beach, where we 
played games, and shared lunch to-
gether.  The awkward stares soon 
turned into smiles and inquisitive

Where Justice and Mercy Meet 
What do you do if you are a 
Christian judge who must sen-
tence hundreds of people 
(sometimes fellow-Moravians) to 
many years in a prison that is 
miles away from their families, 
with little or no attention to their 
spiritual or emotional 
needs, and in the 
midst of terrible con-
ditions?  As a Chris-
tian, you are required 
to do justly, yet you 
must also love mercy.  
So, how do you find 
the balance between 
the two? 

If you are the two judges of 
the Northern and Southern Region 
of the Atlantic Coast of Nicara-
gua, you turn to the Moravian 
Congregation that is closest to the 
Penitentiary.  You encourage and 
support the assistant pastor to be-
gin a program of visitation and 
counsel (spiritual as well as – in 
some cases – legal!); you work 
toward guaranteeing that all ac-
cused persons have the right to 

plead their case in front of a judge 
who speaks their language; then 
you find funding (including part of 
your own salary!) to turn a room 
deep inside the prison into a Mora-
vian Chapel! 

     On Saturday, January 27th,

  Gray, Pastor Amilcar,   

  the warden, the local   

  magistrate for the  

  Atlantic Region, the  

  two judges, and four 
men representing the 4 language 
groups of the inmates, participated 
in the dedication of the Tipitapa 
Prison Moravian Church.  The 
warden expressed his appreciation 
for the work of the church and 
spoke of significant changes in the 
lives of the almost 3,000 men in 
his care.  Then his faced turned 
quite serious and he said, “you 
need to know that our detectives 
are investigating Pastor Amilcar, 

trying to find evidence of criminal 
activity… so that we can be as-
sured of his continued presence 
with us!!”  The inmates cheered 
and applauded. 

     After the ceremony the delega-
tion took a tour of the facility and 
then joined about 150 others in a 
service of worship and celebration 
in the assembly room of the 
prison.  On Sunday morning, the 
real results were evident: when 
Sam Gray visited Pastor Amil-
car’s other congregation (in Ma-
nagua) a young man came up to 
him and said, “I am the President 
of the Youth Association; Pastor 
Amilcar got to know me when he 
was visiting me in jail, and he 
wanted to recruit me, so he helped 
to set me free – and I am free in-
deed!”

Mission out-
reach could have allowed some of 
these people to take a better path. 
Wouldn’t it be great if we could 
minister to the young people who 
are most at risk and show them the 
meaning of Gods love.                

   I challenge each congregation to 
develop a mission outreach program 
that will change someone's life. The 
mission society has the resources to 
assist in establishing a mission out-
reach program for your congrega-
tion. Our primary mission is the 
fulfillment of God’s mission.

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The question was asked of me 
recently, “How do you use your 
music to serve God?” I paused 
to consider my answer carefully, 
because that answer has 
changed significantly in the past 
year of my life. 

That music would be a sig-
nificant part of my life was 
never in question. I was raised 
in a home where music was the 
currency we traded in conversa-
tion and family interactions, and 
where Moravian hymns were 
spoken and sung with more fa-
miliarity than a Disney fairytale. 
There was comfort there, and 
warmth immeasurable. We lived 
for the Christmas season, when 
my father would get out his old 
trombone and we’d all stand 
outside of First Moravian in 
Greensboro, North Carolina, 
singing to match the brass band 
between lovefeasts despite the 
chill that sank into our limbs. 

No, there was never a 
doubt that I’d appreciate music, 
and even less doubt that I’d be a 
musician myself. So naturally, 
when asked about how I use 
music to serve God, my first 
thought was the exact inverse: 
How does God use music to 
touch me? 

The attachment of beautiful 
music to inspired Bible text has 
always been an elixir of sorts for 
me. Every major loss and 
breakup in my life has been met 
with hours at the piano with my 
hymnal, playing one after the 
other until I was too tired to 
continue. Despite my inade-
quacy at the keyboard, playing 
the hymns is almost like reading 
the words in Braille to me…I 
look at the notes and concen-
trate on their placement, but the 
words are absorbed through my 
fingers as though they were 
moisture on the keys.  So in-

tense was my love for music that 
I pursued a career in music edu-
cation, with the goal that I might 
have a small part in raising the 
next generation of music enthusi-
asts.  

My perspective on the rela-
tionship between music and God 
has changed a lot in the last 
year…and well, this is what                                                                                          
hap-

pened. At 
the end of 
my teaching 
in the school    
system, I 
met Bishop Sam Gray at a lunch-
eon my mother threw as a mem-
ber of our congregation’s Mis-
sions committee. The Bishop and 
I met a great many years earlier, 
at Laurel Ridge Moravian Church 
Camp. He asked me what I was 
up to, and I told him that I was a

T he official poster of the 
XIV Synod of the Mora-

vian Church in Nicaragua states: 
“the Moravian Church in Nica-
ragua is a community of faith in 
Jesus Christ – multi-ethnic, 
pluri-cultural, Protestant, evan-
gelical and ecumenical in nature.  
It promotes and participates in 
the integral evangelization of 
Nicaragua, proclaiming to the 
world, with the rest of the Mora-
vian Unity, the 
Good News of 
the Kingdom 
of God, 
grounded in 
love for 
neighbor, gen-
der equity and 
respect for hu-
man rights, and 
working toward 
social and economic develop-
ment, health and education and 
the protection of our environ-
ment.” 

      Looking around at the faces 
of the 307 delegates and listen-
ing to the translated reports, pro-
posals and discussions in 4 lan-
guages (Spanish, Miskitu, Eng-
lish and Mayangna), one could 
see that these words truly re-
flected the nature of the Nicara-
guan Moravian Church.  Rev. 
Chris Giesler, Rev. David Dan-
neberger, Bishop Sam Gray and 
at least a dozen other fraternal 
delegates bore witness to the 
church in action as it sought to 
find unity and purpose in the 
midst of this exciting (yet often 
challenging) diversity. 

      Some highlights: Rev. Cora 
Antonio was elected President 
of the Provincial Board (the 
equivalent of PEC President in 
the United States), making her 
the first Nicaraguan female to be 

day began with Holy Communion 
at 6:00 a.m., with “grace, mercy 
and peace” being offered in 4 lan-
guages.  Later in the morning (after 
a 40 minute right hand of fellow-
ship and breakfast) the delegates 
were bussed to their choice of one 
of the five local Moravian 
Churches, where they worshipped 
and were served lunch.  In the af-
ternoon, Synod continued with 
elections, reports and resolutions.  
At 11:00 p.m. the closing worship 
service began.  Rev. Paul Gardner 
(Chair of the Jamaican Provincial 
Board) noted that there were 18 
items on the program (special mu-
sic, words, meditations and Scrip-
ture readings) and wondered if 
they would be cut short because of 
the hour.  But every voice needed 
to be heard, so, at 2:30 a.m. on 
Monday the Synod officially came 
to a close and the delegates were 
sent back out into the church to stir 
up the fire that is in them.

Challenges at Moravian Church in Kathmandu, Nepal 
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The Moravian Church in Kath-
mandu, Nepal has been running on 
a rented house/hall for the last 9 
years.  The church is located stra-
tegically, in terms of accessibility, 
locality, near the airport, bus 
stops, hospitals etc. They were 
given a month's notice to vacate 
the place because the Landlord 
decided to rent it to another party 
who agreed to pay more.  So the 
church people started looking for a 
place to rent for worship and other 
church activities. They continued 
their search in the same locality 
since majority of our church mem-
bers are from there and the Mora-
vian Church is the only church in 
that area.  This place is 
densely  populated.  
      They found many places but 
on knowing that its going to be 

used for worship and church they 
often hike up the prices. Last week 
they found a place that was afford-
able, that had just about enough 
rooms and space for church, Sun-
day school, and others.  They ini-
tially agreed to rent the place but 
again when they discovered that it 
was for church, they declined stat-
ing that their house was for resi-
dential purposes only.   The chal-
lenge here is: 
*   In the next 11 days they will 
have to vacate that place.  
*   There are many big halls/houses 
but when its the church that uses it, 
the prices just shoot up. Our finan-
cial capacity is USD 300 per 
month, because majority of our 
church members are people who 
live on less salaried jobs or daily 
wages.  Anything beyond this 

amount becomes impossible. 
*   Christians being a minority 
(about 2% of the total population) 
often do not get easy access to such 
facilities.  Partly because there are 
misconceptions about Christians 
eating pork meat, performing fu-
neral services in the church etc. 
      As a church that is experiencing 
God's work in amazing ways, we 
continue to feel his hand there and 
yet struggle to even find a place to 
worship.  In order to overcome such 
problems, we need to have our own 
land/house so that we can worship 
our Lord without fear of being 
chased out or controlled. Even if we 
find a place to worship now, this 
will continue to be a problem till we 
do have our own church.

and Alaska during January reveals 
rather poor planning on my part. Nev-
ertheless, that’s where I’ve been the 
last two weeks, and I have survived. 
On January 15, I went to Labrador and 
temperatures did dip to -5, but the days 
were sunny. While in Labrador, the 
Province elected a new Chair, Sister 
Joan Andersen of Makkovik congrega-
tion, and as Vice-chair, Brother Amos 
Lyall of Happy Valley congregation. 
Sister Sabina Hunter was re-affirmed 
in her role as Provincial administrator. 
Brother Loren Jendro was in Labrador 
as well, and continues to provide 
strong leadership as the BWM’s liai-
son with the province. Prayers for Sis-
ter Andersen as she assumes her re-
sponsibilities! 
      January 20 I headed west, accom-
panied by Sister Sabina Hunter from 
Labrador and Brother Tyron Litton of 
the Morongo congregation in Califor-
nia . We went to make a proposal to 
the Alaska province during their an-

nual Synod to form a new joint mis-
sion between Labrador, Morongo, and 
Alaska which will be titled Moravian 
First Nations Outreach.  The focus of 
the mission will be to join forces to-
gether to address their common chal-
lenges around teenage suicide, sexual 
abuse, alcoholism, and drug use.  The 
initial step will be setting a meeting of 
the Steering Committee this year. 
Members of the Committee are still to 
be named at this point, but principally 
consist of First Nation members from 
the Yupik, Inuit, and Morongo people. 
The Alaska Province also appointed 
Brother Tom Conrad to serve on the 
BWM as Brother David Nanalook has 
chosen to step back from that responsi-
bility. Temperatures more than rivaled 
Labrador , getting down to -30 during 
a short blizzard. However, I’m now 
back and trust that I’ve learned my 
lesson as my  next two trips are to Vir-
gin Islands and Thailand .
